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Meet a couple of donors  As the saying goes, “A rising
tide lifts all boats.” Now whether Dan and Karen Sewell were raised and 
met due to that philosophy, or they developed it later in life, you get the 
sense that social fairness guides their moral compass. 

As a pediatrician in Salem for decades, 

Dan noticed the quality of care continuing 

to rise, but also saw that lack of money 

could be a hindrance. For example, the 

couple witnessed how some of their 

sons’ classmates might never achieve 

their academic potential simply because 

college was too expensive.

So they decided to do something to help. 

For many years, Karen has sponsored 

academic scholarships at her high 

school in Vassar, Michigan. But the 

couple decided they wanted to do more, 

so in 2009 they established the Sewell 

Family Scholarship through the Salem 

Hospital Foundation. This scholarship 

awards education grants to high-achieving 

students pursuing nursing or medical 

degrees.

“Money shouldn’t be a barrier for kids 

who have the abilities and determination 

and want to advance their education,” 

said Karen. 

“Salem’s been good to us,” said Dan, 

when asked about the couple’s motive for 

giving to the Salem Hospital Foundation.

 “The hospital helped my practice grow, 

constructing a medical building that our 

Salem Pediatric Clinic moved into.”

Say hello to Jon Shipley  Jon is one of those people who 
once you meet them, chances are you won’t forget them. This bundle 
of energy started working at Salem Hospital in 1994 right out of 
college at OIT. From the time he was a young boy growing up in Dallas, 
Oregon, he wanted to be an X-ray technologist. He is also an animal 
lover, sharing his home with dogs Jack and Louie, a 1958 Lincoln 
Continental lover, and a dedicated Foundation supporter. (More about 
the car later.)

Almost ten years ago, you made your 

fi rst gift to the Foundation. Why?

After my mom passed away, I wanted to 

fi nd a way to honor her. Let’s just say 

I had a lot of growing up to do, and I 

had a rude awakening when I realized it 

was time to become a responsible adult! 

And deciding to help others was all part 

of the process. I make monthly payroll 

donations in memory of my mom.

What programs do you support?

I support imaging, of course, because 

that’s where I work. And cancer. Because 

that’s what took my mom from me. I 

saw her and others like her who some 

days were in pain, or cold, or hungry. I 

knew some patients couldn’t afford their 

meds to fi ght the cancer. I thought my 

donation to the Foundation might buy a 

fuzzy throw, help pay for a prescription 

or purchase some equipment.

Do you feel your contributions are put 

to good use?

My goodness yes. I see patients every 

day, and about 90 percent of them are 

fi ghting cancer. I often wonder how 

many of these people are benefi tting 

one way or another from something 

provided by the Foundation.

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Get to know Sarah Tomscha She grew up in Salem, 
graduated from North Salem High School, and is currently working on 
her Ph.D. in Physical Therapy at Pacifi c University. Sarah was selected 
to receive a Salem Hospital Foundation scholarship this year, and here 
are just a few reasons why.

What motivates students working 

toward a physical therapy degree?

Most say it’s their personal experience 

with an athletic injury. I was sidelined 

in eighth grade and in high school with 

swimming injuries.

Is that why you’re pursuing 

physical therapy?

Initially it was, but ultimately it 

wasn’t. My inspiration came from 

a conversation with a Costa Rican 

man who was the father of a family 

I stayed with one summer after high 

school. Despite our language barrier, 

he told me how pleased he was to 

learn about my choice of such a “noble 

and helpful” profession, to “be of real 

service to others.” I’ve come to deeply 

appreciate that. Physical therapy is 

always going to be about something 

greater than me and my personal story.

Has that been true for you…seeing

the benefi t to others?

It really has. Last summer I volunteered 

at Camp Kiwanis on Mt. Hood. I spent 

the week working one-on-one with 

a man who had no use of his limbs, 

and very few communication skills. It 

was the hardest and most rewarding 

experience of my life.

This camp made it possible for him to 

participate in a zip line activity. I realized 

it might have been the fi rst time he 

experienced this level of independence 

in his life. For 10 seconds, he was 

supported but free. You should’ve seen 

the smile on his face. The emotional 

burst I experienced – pride and love – 

made me realize that I wanted to help 

people experience independence...no 

matter how briefl y.

How has the Foundation’s scholarship 

impacted your life?

The fi nancial assistance is important, 

for sure. But what also matters is 

the fact that I feel the support of 

the Salem community behind me. 

It’s like everyone is standing at the 

fi nish line cheering me on. I fi nd that 

tremendously inspiring.

The average college student changes 

majors three or four times. How many 

times did you change yours?

None. I’ve had my eye on physical 

therapy since 10th grade.
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What makes you happy?
While I love school, it can be stressful at times. So I work out 

a lot, and I also play the violin. I’ve played since I was nine. 

It’s a wonderful instrument for expression, when words don’t quite 

get you there. If I’m feeling stressed, the violin helps me relax 

and refocus. I also volunteer in a program that teaches kids in 

communities without music programs about string instruments. 

That’s really a lot of fun!

Year in Review

HAL 3201
Training techniques that have been used for 
years in the airline industry are being put to the 
test in the health care fi eld.

While you’ve probably heard of fl ight simulators 
that allow pilots to practice various scenarios 
before actually fl ying a real airplane, you might 
not have heard of Hal. “Hal allows us to take 
our training to the next level in a much more 
realistic way,” said Steve Buck, RN, Professional 
Development Specialist for Simulation. 

Part of that realism is Hal’s ability to breathe, 
talk, and even have an irregular heart beat. 
Hospital staff can set up whatever scenario 
they’d like to work on, from complex procedures 
such as inserting a breathing tube in the mouth 
or nose, to basic CPR and heart sounds.

“It’s an amazing tool not only for learning, but 
also for giving staff the chance to brush up on 
a number of different procedures in a non-
threatening environment,” said Steve.

But like much of the equipment used in the 
high-tech world of health care, Hal is not 
inexpensive. Hal and the computer used to 
program him cost $66,000, which was paid for 
by a grant from the Salem Hospital Foundation, 
including a portion from the Kreitzberg Cardiac 
Care Fund.

“We’re very grateful that the Foundation felt Hal 
was a worthwhile project to spend its valuable 
resources on,” said Steve. “It is improving 
the quality of work at Salem Hospital, and 
that improvement is refl ected back onto the 
community we serve.”

Chemo Bags Filled with Love
Lynetta Kirsch is a seven-year breast cancer 
survivor. Her husband, Kevin, helped Lynetta get 
through treatment by packing comforting items 
from home for her to have.  

When she fi nished her treatment, Lynetta 
and Kevin decided to help others by founding 
Chemo Bags Filled with Love, dedicated 
to bringing comfort to patients facing 
chemotherapy. The reusable tote bags are fi lled 
with items including a soft blanket, journal, 
water bottle and other items. 

The bags are free thanks to funding provided by 
donors to the Salem Hospital Foundation. During 
2013, the Foundation granted close to $6,000 to 
the chemo bags project. Each month volunteers 
assemble approximately 40 bags.
